Description: A container that looks like a bowl but is much smaller, having a diameter of
only 3-4 inches. Tumblers are used for drinking in combination with other water containers
such as bowls on tray with pedestal or jars on tray with pedestal. Typically, gold niello
tumblers were used in combination with gold niello water containers and part of insignia of

rank from Somdej Chao Phraya to Phraya.
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
