Description: A pair of steel scissors with silver-inlaid damascene lines collectively forming
Kankhot (vine pattern) made using gold damascene techniques.

In the past, gold-damascened hair-cutting scissors were used to cut hair of members of

aristocratic families, such as kings, high-ranking members of royal families.
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
