Conservation and inheritance

of the wisdom.

The beauty of the artificial flowers on
spring wires that fluttered on the blacksmith’s
head, which he saw in his childhood when he
accompanied his grandmother to the temple
merit-making ceremonies or the “Poi Luang”
Festival, inspired him to create such jewelry from
ayoung age. His fondness for ornaments made
from gold sheets, known as “moving flowers”,
led him to experiment by learning patterns from
museums, natural flowers, and from the Lanna
jewelry style. He also had the chance to learn
from Mr. Sathian Na Wongrak, an expert in Lanna
craftsmanship, who imparted the knowledge

of crafting ancient style moving flowers with

special techniques. With this knowledge,
he has combined contemporary designs and his imagination to create his unique style of moving flowers.
His journey in making these flowers began around eight years ago out of interest and love for their beauty. He
self-learned from various pictures and videos on YouTube. For the first piece he made, he sought knowledge

from his teachers, and then crafted it himself by continually improving his work until today.
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Wisdom reflecting craftsmanship skills

Artificial flowers on spring wires or “Moving Flowers” refers to flowers made from
metal sheets or gold plates attached to a wire twisted into a spring, causing them to move
or flutter with motion, hence called “moving flowers”. In the past, these flowers were used to
adorn hair buns or during hair tying, which were worn specifically by high-status individuals.
Common villagers would use flowers as hair adornments. For women who practiced the art
of nail extension, they would also use it to adorn their hair during their nail extension cere-
monies. Nowadays, besides using it for hair decoration, it is also used to decorate buildings

and homes by placing them in vases on tables or hanging on walls.
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Traditional wisdom in making flexible flowers

used only needles, scissors, yellow gold diamonds,
and only made the flowers like ‘Saraphi,” ‘Yi Sun,’
roses, and button flowers. Hence, it was thought
about how to make metal sheet flowers, especially
yellow gold sheets, look beautiful, lively, and sim-
ilar to real flowers. The idea of using spring wires
attached to flower petals was considered to add

liveliness and enhance their beauty.
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Nowadays, traditional methods have been adapted and improved for flexible flowers, such as using
gemstones as stamens, and a special technique of embossing metal on the flower petals to give them
a curved dimension, thus enhancing their beauty even further. Flexible flower crafts can be categorized

into two types: Buddhist art and ornamental objects.
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Outstanding Work Identity

The metalwork of flexible flowers is a cultural heritage passed down from the past and conveyed
to the younger generation by preserving the local wisdom of the Lanna region. The production of
flexible flowers in contemporary times has declined due to the patience and long hours it demands,
thereby causing modern people to easily lose interest.

The uniqueness of the craft is its intricacy and finesse. The work must closely resemble real
flowers with their curves, and shimmer added by embedding diamonds in the stamens, hence increasing
their beauty. Passion for the craft is essential. Over time, innovating, developing, and practicing is

necessary, as the craft of flexible flowers can pave the way for the future.

Development is endless because art or this work can be enhanced, expanded, and
evolved further. Therefore, Mr. Suwijak thinks of developing kinetic flowers to be used in

daily life possibly as worship tools or offerings.
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Being invited as a speaker, teaching children
in schools, sharing knowledge, or creating online
video clips to disseminate to those interested but
unable to visit in person are sources of pride. These
efforts ensure that the craft of kinetic flowers

remains alive and enduring.
