. Study and make plan about taking off and re-assembling

the sculptures that need repairing (How much effect
will be caused to the barge and decorative by taking
off and the task will be easier or harder to deal with.)

. Take of the parts that need repairing as the plan

in No.2. If the task cannot go as planned, the problem
must be solved at hand by maintaining and conserving
the ancient design as much as possible.

. Compare/transfer the design on the carving wood

and then carve it like the design. The area around
joints must be left for additional carving in the
connecting process which will make the repaired
part and base work be harmonious.

. Connect the carved wood to the base work as the

plan in No.2. Carve more at the joint area between
the repaired part and base work.

. Ground the wood to make it full and eliminate

splinters, then paint it with the real color.

. Only cover the work with lacquer because the use

of gild color is not preferred (ancient or conservative
work will use real lacquer to conserve ancient
craftsmen’s gilding process).

. Gild, decorate with mirror and work with little details

about colors and designs until beautifully complete
as in the pattern.
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
